	Text Field 38: No after school activities were held.  No volunteers were available and all academic events were paused. 
	Text Field 37: *RTI coordinator and math coaches are working collaboratively to address learning loss due to time away from classroom in assessing deficits and providing resources to classroom teachers to fill the gaps for students.  RTI Coordinator is going into lower grades to explain AIMS WEB Data to teachers and showing them how to use data to guide instruction and establish student grouping.
	Text Field 35: *Impact of Early Reading Data - This will not let me put in more than one line.  See supporting documents.
	Text Field 31: 0
	Text Field 40: Nothing was abnormal except we held our orientation virtually.
	Text Field 41: Students were unable to visit the CTE programs in order to choose their POS; however, videos were made available to students.
	Text Field 42: There were no face to face meetings for scheduling.  The process was completed virtually or on the phone. 
	Text Field 43: We have more graduates in summer school. Academic performance was down and more courses were failed.  Apathy was a factor among students failure rates and this was fairly widespread. 
	Text Field 44: *FOCUS program was limited due to capacity for students social distancing. We also amended our summer school guidelines to allow for more than two credits to be recovered, as many who had faced quarantine or opted into virtual learning fell behind and did not earn credits by the end of the traditional year.  Regarding engagement, the abnormal year with quarantines, teacher absences, etc. would have made a big impact.  
	Text Field 45: All of our CTE offerings were upheld. No guest speakers were allowed in the classrooms. CTSO activities were virtual or limited to small numbers of participants. 
	Text Field 46: All courses were offered in person and / or on-line through MDE. 
	Text Field 47: MDE Students, CDC teacher had more than 30 students so services were provided but it was difficult.  Zooms for physical therapy and occupational therapy are not ideal. Homebound students met virtually and child abuse was reported.  
	Text Field 49: No challenges or shortages.  It was a stressful year due to contact tracing and no funding.
	Text Field 48: Juvenile courts did not meet so there were problems with attendance.
No foster placements.  
	Text Field 51: Special Education retirements were high.  There were more early retirements than usual. 
	Text Field 52: From 2019-2020 to 2020-21 of certified employees, we saw a 78% increase in resignations, 200% increase in retirees, 300% increase in non-rehired employees.  From 2019-2020 to 2020-21 of non-certified employees, we saw a 400% increase in retirees. The resignation data for non-certified employees is incomplete at this time. 
	Text Field 53: 1.43% of certified personnel and 0.69% of non-certified personnel were out for more than two quarantine periods (20 days or longer). 
	Text Field 54: There were none. 
	Text Field 55: Bus drivers, substitutes, EAs, cafeteria personnel, custodians and all classified employees. 
	Text Field 56: *We purchased and provided grades 6-12 with 1:1 computers and hot spots by about the 6th week of school in 2020-21.  We ordered and purchased 1:1 computers for grades 3-5 in the summer of 2020.  These are now available in the 2021-22 school year.  We purchased 5 iPads for each Gradek-2 classroom so the students would have technology available in their classroom.  We had 100% of our virtual learning students with computers.  We provided hotspots for those who didn't have internet capabilities at home.  As far as a percent of time when students learning virtually didn't have consistent access to a device, it would be low; but I do not know an exact percent. 
	Text Field 57: Staff and students had hot spots 5 weeks into the start of classes.  We were impacted some during the first few weeks of school but not impacted during the rest of the time.  10-15% of parents claim to not have cell service. 
	Text Field 58: In the focus program, masks were required because the rooms were too small to socially distance.  
Buses sometimes had to quarantine all riders due to no distancing on buses. 
We fed students in the classroom breakfast and lunch due to not enough space in cafeterias to socially distance. 
	Text Field 59: Tutoring students who have deficits in Reading and Math from learning loss due to covid-19 and or related events.
	Text Field 63: 3 Social Workers will be added to meet the needs of students who have directly or indirectly been affected by COVID-19.  
	Text Field 66: A dual certified Special Education and General education teacher will added to our district for the Behavior Intervention Classroom.  We will also add 2 Educational Assistants.
	Text Field 69: Facilities - HVAC, awnings, front entrance, classroom desks, cafeteria tables, playgrounds will be updated in an effort to make the schools more inviting, cleaner, safer, and more comfortable for our students, their families, and the community.
	Text Field 61: Math manipulatives will be purchased for grades K-12 in order to address loss of learning due to pandemic sickness, quarantines, and shut downs. 
	Text Field 64: A behavior intervention classroom will be added to address the needs of K-5 students who have become unacclimatized to the structure of a regular classroom.
	Text Field 67: Substitute teachers will be provided as teachers plan the retrofitting and usage of the STEM and Literacy Buses. 
	Text Field 70: Retrofit buses as STEM labs and Literary Bus for use in schools and will travel around throughout the county/district to add workspace to the classroom when doing activities.  
	Text Field 62: Experiential learning (STREAM) tools and materials deemed appropriate by teachers in the district. 
	Text Field 65: Contracted services such as but not limited to a Board Certified Behavior Analysist will be available to meet students' needs in order to provide services to all students following a pandemic. 
	Text Field 68: 1 Instructional Technology Coach position will be added to the district to train staff on new apps, programs, and tech gadgets that will helpful in teaching his/her grade level and/or subject area.
